After coming across a certain Mushaf aimed towards students of the Qur’an, I became interested in purchasing a copy. However, I contemplated on the fact that it would be difficult to visualise I’raabul Qur’an (grammatical analysis) and write enough tafseer on the side for one full page of Qur’an. By His infinite mercy, Allah put in my heart the idea to prepare my own Mushaf instead to ease my own studies and potentially that of others too, if He so wills. Initially, I have decided to prepare a plain exercise book to help myself and potentially others also. 
This is essentially an organised exercise book so that the student can efficiently make notes on grammar and commentary. This may also help students of Ilm Al Qiraa’at and Tajweed by facilitating the easy note taking of differences amongst the various recitals, hence supporting and aiding the learning and practise of such esteemed sciences. Each page of the Qur’an (based on the Madinan Mushaf) is divided into three sections (the plain exercise book requires the student to copy the ayaat themselves). Each section is then placed into a separate page. This should, Allah willing, allow there to be ample space for note taking on each ayah.
